By entering the "RS 1801" command the instrument seems to have an error.

Do you have any recommendations? Are we doing something wrong?

You should not send "RS 1801". The initialization command is
"ST 1801" (ST = Set; RS = Reset)

IF you want to check the system status you can do this by requesting the Ready Bit

RD 1915 ("1" for system ready, '0' for system busy)
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
